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Module aims 

Students will be expected to develop a critical understanding of the key concepts of English 
and Welsh land law related to: the ownership of family property, the regulation of leases and 
the law of mortgages; and the distinctions between legal and equitable rights, personal and 
proprietary interests and registered and unregistered land.
