Syllabus outline:

This module provides students with a critical understanding of key legislation and the
application of law in practice. In particular it addresses:

Relevant legislation that impacts on offenders at each stage in the process. Arrest, PACE,
detention by the police, legal representation, the role of appropriate adult, pre-court
processes, cautioning, bail, venue, remands, limitation of the right to silence. The role of the
CPS and prosecution criteria, pre-trial review, guilty pleas and sentence reduction.

Sentencing Framework; offence seriousness, aggravating and mitigating factors, the principle
of proportional sentencing, protection of the public and risk assessment. Custodial sentences.
