Learning is supported by an appropriate balance of tutor led group work, lectures, supervised
personal reflection, directed reading and personal tutor support.

This module is designed to enable students to reflect theologically on their developing
ministerial practice as Christian youth workers. The module comprises an exploration of
different models of theological reflection and their relationship to reflective practice. Students
will be required to apply theological reflection to a number of settings in their youth work
practice, for example: pastoral incidents, spiritual life, ethical issues, formational issues,
ecclesiological issues.
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
