Module aims 

To investigate the impact combinations of chronic and acute diseases, illnesses, injuries, 
and well-being have on the expected functions of the human body and how age, health, 
environments, and treatments can impact service users’ anatomy, physiology, and well-
being. 

Module Learning Outcomes - at the end of this module, students will be able to: 

1 Compare different combinations of pathological conditions and their impact on health 
and wellbeing   

2 Determine the relationship between acute, chronic and exacerbations of pathological 
conditions and their impact on health and wellbeing    

3 Critically analyse the effects of pharmacological treatment and clinical interventions, 
including polypharmacy, and their impact upon health   

4 Evaluate the relationship between environment, human growth, and development with 
pathophysiological conditions

Formative Assessment:  

The module’s formative assessment and feedback opportunities will be outlined in the 

assessment strategy in the module handbook. Students will undertake formative 

assessments within the first four to six weeks of the module. 

Student’s learning will be observed during the teaching of the module with ongoing feedback 

during topical group discussions to improve their understanding. For the assignment there 

will be assessment workshops and an opportunity to submit an assignment plan to the 

module leader for review and feedback through tutorials.  

Summative Assessment: 

There is one summative element for this module which is the production of a 2,000-word 

Clinical Case Report. A case report is a detailed yet concise way to analyse and summarise 

a unique clinical occurrence for other healthcare professionals to learn from. They report on 

the medical history, symptoms, signs, diagnosis, and treatment of an individual patient 

encountered in clinical practice. Your case report will describe an unusual or distinctive 

occurrence where a service user has had multiple conditions (acute and chronic), receives, 

or required, multiple medical interventions and their individual person-centred needs. Your 



report should contain an analysis of relevant anatomy, physiology and pathophysiology that 

is supported by relevant literature on the topic.  

This is a core module and therefore an overall pass of the module is required for progression 

within the course. You will need to pass the assessment with a mark of 40% or above to 

receive a passing grade for the module. The case repost has a 100% weighting and 

therefore the mark you achieve will be the overall grade for the module.

Learning and Teaching Strategies 
Using the spiral curriculum approach, this module follows, and further develops, the 

foundation knowledge gained form the Introduction to life sciences module and the 

knowledge and the abilities you gained to apply anatomy and physiology to pathology in the 

Applied life sciences module.  

With an understanding of the principles of science, anatomy, physiology, and 

pathophysiology, in this module you will realise how different combinations of chronic and 

acute diseases, illnesses, injuries, and well-being issues affect the human body and how 

age, health, environments, and treatments can impact service users’ health and well-being.  

Students will reflect on service user conditions from their clinical placements and use case 

studies to review the relevant anatomy and physiology and then discuss the interactions 

between pathological processes, clinical interventions and environmental circumstances 

involved.  

A blended learning approach, a balance between classroom elements and digitally enabled 

(online) activity, will be used during the delivery of this module.  Face-to-face sessions and 

online educational materials, using the University’s Virtual Learning Environment (VLE) – 

Moodle, will be combined to allow more flexibility over the time, place, and pace of your 

study.  

There will be directed pre-session materials that will prepare you for the synchronous 

learning that takes place in real time in the form of seminars or workshops. Post-session 

learning materials, such as additional reading, worksheets, and quizzes, will be provided to 

amalgamate and further your understanding of the topics covered. Learners have a 

responsibility to manage and engage with the asynchronous learning course materials (video 

clips, recorded lectures, forums, readings, and quizzes) available on Moodle.  

Face-to-face sessions – or synchronous learning - will allow students to develop their 

understanding of a topic through further discussions and tutor-led problem-based tasks and 



other learning activities. Teaching will be delivered through seminar style sessions 

incorporating group and project work.
